SUBJECTIVE: The patient went to the emergency room at Medical Center Hospital in May 2022 for hemorrhoids and she is doing better now. The patient has peripheral neuropathy and she is getting Lyrica as ordered by Dr. Sai Gundlapalli. The patient has overactive bladder and she wants medicine. We gave her samples of Myrbetriq 25 mg daily for one week and after that 50 mg daily. However, she says copay is high and we changed to oxybutynin as a prescription. After she runs of Myrbetriq, she will get oxybutynin ER 10 mg one tablet daily. The patient is also advised to take vitamin B12 1000 mcg daily as her vitamin B12 level was low. She used to take vitamin B12 injection before. Her peripheral pulses are weak and she has intermittent claudication and she will be referred to Dr. Abdul Alarhayen, vascular surgeon for further evaluation.
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
