History: Ms. Ramos is a 65-year-old pleasant white female who was found to have a 7 cm right kidney mass by me after she had an episode of hematuria. She was referred to urology. I had gotten an approval for a CT of the abdomen with renal mass protocol and that did show the mass as well as some extension into inferior vena cava as well as a bladder mass and I immediately informed as soon as I got the results of the CAT scan Dr. Ravanbakhsh who was planning to see her in two weeks, but to give her an appointment earlier in view of the mass, Dr. Ravanbakhsh acted appropriately and called the patient in and results discussed. She was referred to cardiology for a cardiology clearance by Dr. Colato and then, she was also referred to Cancer Center and she had some kind of bone scan for staging. The patient was little bit upset today because she states she was wearing jeans with buttons and they did not let her undress. I told her I will have to look at the results myself and then tell her whether it was done correctly or not. The patient has an appointment this coming Friday for the cardiologist and on 08/18/2022 with the cancer doctor. The patient has:

1. Diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.
Even though her A1c is good, I decided to recheck some blood work including her A1c and lipids and make sure that Dr. Colato, Cancer Center and Dr. Ravanbakhsh get also the results and lot of counseling needed to be done for the patient for her anxiety regarding the results and the patient is going to probably need a complete right nephrectomy. The patient’s hematuria has cleared up. When I asked her about kidney stones, she states she does not remember if anytime she had kidney stones. She did have some gallbladder stones and for which she had the gallbladder surgery done.

So, Ms. Blanca Ramos is a 65-year-old female with recent onset of hematuria with workup revealing 7 cm big mass on the superior pole of right kidney, extension into inferior vena cava is suggested. So, she may need some clipping of the inferior vena cava also. As this is a big surgery, she is undergoing cardiac clearance and a Cancer Center further workup. She states she will continuously stay in touch with me so we do not miss any problems happening. She recently had a bone scan done to see the extent of cancer spread in the bones. I will see her in the office at the end of August.
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
