History: Ms. Stutts is a 72-year-old white female who had:

1. Right knee replacement surgery.

2. Labile hypertension.

3. Some hyperlipidemia.

4. Cardiac arrest due to allergy to some medication during anesthesia.
Overall, she is doing well, but she states two weeks ago her husband passed away at age 87. She states he died in sleep and had no problems and counseling done and it was decided that it is in her best interest that she should do celebration of his life and not go for too much crying and others. The patient understands that and this is what she has done. She has to have a blood work done for her physical for her Brazos County Insurance and a lab slip with CBC, CMP, lipid and TSH given to the patient. The patient has chronic anxiety and uses alprazolam in a particular dose. She has not increased it in several years. I have always checked her blood pressure and checked her to be sure that she is not misusing it and that she is fully awake, alert, oriented and not confused or anything. No mental changes secondary to long-term use. So, the patient’s Texas PMP was checked and it was decided to give her the refill today as the patient has to be out of town the day when it is due, so it is just a few days earlier and she is now going to get it refilled before it is time. The patient will be seen in the office in a month after her blood work is done or earlier if need be.
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
