Chief Complaints: Mr. Johnson is a 60-year-old African American male who is here with chief complaints of neck pain, headache and pain in the left eye and tingling and numbness in the left arm following a laminectomy in the neck in 1995.

History of Present Illness: The patient states he works for air conditioning company and had to move things here and there and somewhere he hurt his neck and had to have a laminectomy done by posterior approach in 1995. He states he got better after the surgery, but in certain positions he gets severe headache, he gets neck pain radiating to left upper extremity and some left eye pain. He states that this has continued for a while and is not going away. He states he tries to take Tylenol Arthritis for pain.

Past Medical History: He denies any history of diabetes mellitus or hypertension or asthma.

Operations: Include laminectomy in 1995.

Personal History: He is single. He has no children. He finished high school and he did college studying engineering technician at Prairie View University and he worked for Goodman Air Conditioning Company for about five years. He states then he went to work for Ply Gem where they make widows and that also involved heavy manual work. So, he states currently he is working as a supervisor for Axis Pipe Company. He is still working as a pipe inspector, however, he states in certain positions he has to turn his neck while examining the pipe, so that causes him to have headaches. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not do drugs. He states he occasionally hurts in his lower back also. He has not lost weight and he is currently employed.
Family History: His parents are deceased. There is no family history significant for any problems.

Physical Examination:
General: Exam reveals Mr. Ronald Timothy Johnson to be a 60-year-old African American male who is awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress. He is not using any assistive device for ambulation. He is able to get on and off the examination table without difficulty. He is able to dress and undress for the physical exam without difficulty. He is right handed.
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Vital Signs:

Height 5’6".

Weight 199 pounds.

Blood pressure 130/78.

Snellen’s Test:
Vision without glasses:

Right eye 20/200.

Left eye 20/200.

Both eyes 20/100.

With glasses vision:

Right eye 20/70.

Left eye 20/70.

Both eyes 20/50.

He does not have hearing aid.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruits. There is about an inch scar in the middle of the neck of previous cervical laminectomy. He seems to have good range of motion of his C-spine.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Cranial nerves II through XII are intact. Overall, motor system, sensory system and reflexes appear normal. He is right-handed.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Neck pain, headache and cervical radiculopathy like pain affecting his left upper extremity.

2. Headaches and radiculopathy pain and left eye pain following the laminectomy surgery indicative of possible still some nerve involvement.

3. Possible history of hypertension.
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
