Chief Complaints: Mr. Jose Oberlin Lopez Jr. is a 56-year-old somewhat obese male who is here with chief complaints of back pain and radiculopathic pain going from his back to the back of the right leg and right hip pain and possible history of rheumatoid arthritis.

History of Present Illness: The patient states he has worked in the oil field doing heavy lifting and lot of manual physical work for many years. He states he has worked for two or three different oil companies and he states his back problem started getting worse and worse and, when the business was down, they let him go from his work. He worked at one oil field company from 2000 to about 2008. He states many years ago he was told he had rheumatoid arthritis that affected his hands and feet and knees and he was started on Enbrel injections by a local rheumatologist. The patient states it did not make any difference as to what injection he took. He has taken Enbrel at home. He states he had some x-rays done previously with the rheumatologist. He is currently taking no medications.

Past Medical History: No history of diabetes mellitus or hypertension or asthma.

Operations: None.

Medications: Medications none except Tylenol Arthritis.

Allergies: None known.

Personal History: The patient is married. His wife works at a lunchroom in Franklin School District. The patient states his last job at an oil field place was in March 2020. He is married. He has four children; youngest is 26-year-old. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not do drugs.

Family History: His father is deceased.

Review of Systems: He denies any chest pain or shortness of breath or nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain. He denies any urinary complaints or bowel complaints.
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Physical Examination:
General: Exam reveals Mr. Jose Oberlin Lopez Jr. is a 56-year-old Hispanic male who is accompanied by his wife to the office who is awake, alert, oriented and in no acute distress. He is right-handed. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not do drugs.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruits. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Cranial nerves II through XII are intact. Finger-nose testing is normal. Alternate pronation and supination of hands is normal.
There are no deformities of the hands suggestive of rheumatoid arthritis. The last time the patient got any treatment for rheumatoid arthritis was more than two years ago.

The patient had x-ray of the lumbosacral spine done today, which reveals transitional vertebrae at lumbosacral junction and narrowing of disc spaces at all levels with multilevel disc osteophytes present *__________* without being normal. The patient’s x-rays of the back *__________*
