Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without rash or discoloration. An oval lesion noted on left forearm x 2 cm with __________. Lesion also noted beneath left external auricle with slight inflammation. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Tinea corporis and dermatitis left ear.
