The patient with history of stroke, cardiomyopathy status post loop recorder implantation. The patient is here for followup. The patient’s loop recorder interrogation showed the patient has PVCs at the time of palpitation. There is no ventricular tachycardia or atrial fibrillation. The patient is currently taking metoprolol 100 mg daily, atorvastatin 40 mg daily and valsartan 40 mg daily and aspirin. The patient denied syncope or presyncope. There are no symptoms of stroke or TIA.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: General: The patient denied any recent gain or weight loss. No vision or hearing impairement. Cardiovascular: As per history. Pulmonary: No pneumonia or COPD. Abdomen: No history of nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Extremities: No history of arthritis. Neurological: The patient has history of TIA and stroke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/83 mmHg, pulse 69, respirations 16 and weight 280 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: 

1. History of stroke.

2. History of cardiomyopathy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient’s blood pressure is well controlled. I will schedule the patient for echocardiogram to reassess left ventricular function. I will follow the patient after the echocardiogram.
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
