Mrs. Brown is a 51-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes about three to four years ago in 2018. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, and mitral valve prolapse. For her diabetes, she is on pioglitazone 30 mg once daily, Rybelsus 14 mg once daily, glimepiride 4 mg twice daily and metformin 1000 mg twice daily. For breakfast, she usually has Special K. Lunch is usually a sandwich. Dinner is usually a salad or protein with a vegetable.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, we are going to get a baseline hemoglobin A1c and we will continue Rybelsus 14 mg once daily, glimepiride 4 mg twice daily, metformin 1000 mg twice daily and pioglitazone 30 mg once daily. Notably, the patient failed Jardiance therapy due to adverse reactions of yeast infections.

2. We will plan on rechecking a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel in three months.

3. For her hypothyroidism, continue levothyroxine 25 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to her return.

4. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For her hyperlipidemia, check current lipid panel. She is on rosuvastatin 40 mg daily.

6. For her GERD, she is on omeprazole 40 mg daily.
