PATIENT NAME: Carrasco, Cynthia

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/02/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had ultrasound of the abdomen recently because of the elevated liver enzymes. Ultrasound of the abdomen done at ORMC on July 19, 2022 showed multiple gallstones without gallbladder wall thickening. The patient does not have any abdominal pain and she does not need laparoscopic cholecystectomy.

PLAN: The patient’s liver enzymes could be high from amiodarone. CMP, hepatitis B surface antigen, and hepatitis C antibody will be done today. The patient has history of abnormal stress test and she was supposed to have coronary angiogram by Dr. Neerukonda and it was canceled because she was on Eliquis. We gave a patient a note to take to Dr. Neerukonda so that she can get preauthorization from United Health Care and schedule coronary angiogram. The patient has history of bilateral carotid endarterectomy and she may have coronary artery disease.
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
