PATIENT NAME: Faught, Carolyn

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of bilateral knee pain. She also complains of shortness of breath with exertion. The patient had chest x-ray, CBC, and CMP done at Odessa Regional Medical Center about one week ago. Hemoglobin was 9.8, WBC count 13,500, and chest x-ray showed nodular density unchanged from February 1, 2022 chest x-ray.

PLAN: The patient is advised to get CBC, serum ferritin, red cells, folate level, and serum vitamin B12 in our office in the morning or she can go to ORMC. The patient will be referred to Dr. Kodityal for nodular densities in the lung. The patient will be referred to Dr. Muthusamy for bilateral knee pain. The patient was ordered diclofenac gel to be applied to both knees. Norco dose will be increased to Norco 7.5 mg two times a day. She will be seen again in one month.
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
