PATIENT NAME: Sanchez, Eddie

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/03/2022

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient was seen for primary care. He was being followed by Dr. Parsons before.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 71-year-old male. The patient has history of hypertension, old myocardial infarction in June 2006, coronary artery disease status post stent placement, hyperlipidemia, and obesity and these conditions are stable. He does not have any chest pain. He had a COVID-19 infection last month.

PAST HISTORY/ILLNESSES: Hypertension, nephrolithiasis, and he was seen by Dr. Jabbour in the past. He is on allopurinol for prevention of kidney stones, coronary artery disease status post stent placement by Dr. Angirekula, old myocardial infarction on June 14, 2006, hyperlipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux disease, hiatal hernia, and obesity.

PREVIOUS SURGERIES: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Please see below. The patient was on pravastatin 40 mg daily and we are going to change it to rosuvastatin 20 mg daily as he has coronary artery disease.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE and CODEINE makes him drowsy.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking – Denies. Alcohol – Denies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had a stroke and diabetes mellitus type II.

PLAN: Pravastatin 40 mg will be discontinued and instead of that high dose statin therapy is ordered with atorvastatin 40 mg daily. He will continue other medicines as listed below. The patient had upper endoscopy and colonoscopy by Dr. Syam Vemulapalli in 2021 and we will request report. The patient is now started on rosuvastatin and we are going to check his blood in about two months. At next visit in two months, we will order CBC, CMP, lipid panel, free T4, TSH, vitamin B12 level, vitamin D level and uric acid level. He will be seen again in two months.
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
