STELLMAN, JOSEPH
This is a 77-year-old gentleman who lives with his wife. The patient has had tremendous amount of weight loss recently over 20 pounds in the past six weeks, severe weakness, confusion, no appetite, sleeping 18 to 20 hours a day. The patient lives with his wife as I mentioned. He is 77 years old, has non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma follicular type diagnosed in 2006, status post R-CHOP followed by Zevalin x2. Furthermore, he has had no chemotherapy. Recent PET/CT scan shows increased size of cervical lymph nodes, still active lymphoma disease. He also has developed right anterior tibial lesions. The patient has been on other chemotherapeutic agents since diagnosis including Rituxan. He has had a complex course with recurrent cellulitis of the lower extremity requiring IV antibiotics. He continues to be anemic with H&H of 10 and 29. He has protein-calorie malnutrition with albumin of 3.2 and total protein of 4.9. The patient’s follicular lymphoma has been deemed refractory to treatment at this time. He is now having neutropenia. He most recently was tried on Zarxio and Gazyva with no response. He also suffers from pain related to his lymphoma, BPH, severe weakness, ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinent as was mentioned. His condition has left him in a bedbound state. He is dizzy with very little appetite. His wife is concerned about his pain and hospice will be able to help the patient with controlling his pain with medications around the clock. His KPS score is 40% currently and most likely given his non-response to treatment with history of follicular lymphoma has less than six months to live, hence makes the patient hospice eligible.
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
