The patient presents with history of headache, sore throat, started last night.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with headache and sore throat x 2 days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Headaches for the past year or two with infection x 2 with history of asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient was on an albuterol inhaler and Zyrtec.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Pulse 114. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the throat. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness. Skin: Unremarkable. Neurological: Normal.

Strep test performed is negative.

DIAGNOSES: Pharyngitis with viral syndrome.

PLAN: The patient needs to be observed without antibiotics. Follow up as needed.
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
