PRESENT ILLNESS: Very old, slightly pruritic lesions with a history of impetigo on trunk two weeks ago, treated with Keflex and mupirocin antibiotic cream.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past medical history noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs or gallops. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Pink perioral eruption with flat lesions measuring 10-20 mm without evidence of infection, erythema or drainage. Rash is macular in character. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema or clubbing.

IMPRESSION: Facial dermatitis, not impetigo.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for *__________* with infection precautions, to follow up as needed.
