CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of fever, upper abdominal pain, watery left eye for two days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Presents with fever, drainage of left eye, upper abdominal pain, no vomiting and some nausea for the past few days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 101 with mother alternating Tylenol and ibuprofen at home. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Conjunctiva erythematous, left eye. Slight erythema to pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft with mild epigastric tenderness without guarding. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Strep and COVID tests performed, both of which were negative.

IMPRESSION: Probable viral syndrome with mild gastritis, fever, pharyngitis without strep.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Zofran and Zithromax, increase fluids, temperature precautions. Follow up p.r.n. and to see pediatrician.
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
