CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with complaint of left knee pain, weakness in the left leg, and followup for hypothyroidism.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband stating that she has left knee pain on and off for past few months and it is progressively getting worse. Now, the patient has weakness in the right leg and she is not able to squat. The patient has no history of falling down. The patient had an x-ray four years ago which showed both compartmental arthritis of the left knee joint.

The patient came today as a followup for hypothyroidism and she is currently taking levothyroxine 75 mcg once a day and she does not have any leg swelling or calf swelling, occasionally the patient has fatigue.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, skin rashes, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
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
