PATIENT NAME: Greenway, Norman

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/04/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. He takes pantoprazole only when needed. He had lower back pain few days ago and he thought it was from kidney stones. The patient does not want CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis as per renal protocol. The patient has history of kidney stones in the past. His blood pressure is high today.

PLAN: Olmesartan will be discontinued and instead of that olmesartan/HCTZ is ordered for control of blood pressure and for history of kidney stones. We ordered olmesartan 40/12.5 mg one daily. He will continue other medicine.
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
