History: Mr. Swaffer is a 41-year-old white male who had history of non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma several years ago. He is primarily here for Blue Cross physical, but I had to take more history and examine him because of his history of lymphoma. Hence, additional 99213-25 is billed. His physical exam was essentially normal. The patient works from home for a company in Arlington, Texas. He states maybe once a year he has to go and visit in-person the company. He states he made a visit to Dr. Fleener recently and just had a CBC done and that was essentially normal. She does not think he needs CT of chest or any other thing at the present time. His physical exam was essentially normal. About 10 cm to the right of his abdomen, there is an elongated raised kernel shaped lump that he has had for two or three years which is not getting bigger or smaller and all different doctors that have treated him for cancer feel this is just a fatty lump. I examined it today and felt the same. I told him if it was on the edge of the umbilicus, this kind of lump, I would have biopsied it, but since it is that far away, it is movable and nontender, and no increase in size, we will still wait and watch. I have ordered more blood tests on him besides CBC, checking his lipids and his kidney function because he did have history of prerenal azotemia in the past. Hence, the necessity for the visit. His med list reconciled. He will be seen in the office as necessary. He sees Dr. Mahesh Dave for his anxiety and depression and is stable.
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
