History: Mr. Rios was seen for followup. He is a patient who has had a perirectal abscess in the past few years ago and had gone to Scott & White Clinic, given antibiotics. When I saw him this time three years or four years later, the patient states he has still similar pain followed by bursting of some abscess in the rectum and feeling better. I had given the patient antibiotics, the patient improved completely; however, workup of perirectal abscess revealed the patient is a new diabetic and the patient was started on metformin. He is tolerating metformin well. His sugars are much improved. Today, he states, he has no pus coming out of his rectum, but he was constipated and he noticed some blood with the constipated stools. He is not running fever. He is not having pus. He is not in any pain. He states he has an appointment set up with gastroenterologist, Dr. David Case somewhere in the first week or the second week of September. I gave him plenty of MiraLax samples. Dietary discussion of adding fiber in his diet done. He was also due for a Humana Physical which was done and the office visit for constipation, followup of diabetes and followup of rectal abscess billed separately. The patient understands plan of treatment. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
