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TRANSITIONAL CARE VISIT

Patient Name: Mary Bradshaw

This is a translational care visit within seven days of discharge from the hospital.

History: Ms. Bradshaw is an elderly petite-appearing white female who was brought to the office by her daughter Ms. Susie Arp, also in the picture taking care of her are a daughter-in-law and son and, when I asked Ms. Susie, her daughter, where the daughter-in-law was as she was the main caretaker, she stated right now they are out of the picture and this must be some family problems. The second thing is, I asked the patient as to what happened and it was determined that the patient was eating a Twinkie as well as a grilled cheese sandwich and the patient choked and went into coughing spells; for which reason, the family decided to take her to emergency room. The patient was taken to St. Joseph Hospital Emergency Room where she was examined and a big glass of juice made the stuck food go down and stop her coughing spells. They did a chest x-ray on her and that showed pneumonia. So, they decided not to send her home. The patient was then discharged on Zithromax. The patient’s discharge medication list reconciled. The patient is almost done with her Zithromax. The patient has a lot of shakes for her mental confusion and all. We started her on Risperdal in a small dose and she had been on Cogentin for her shakes, but she has not taken it for a month or longer and the daughter prefers that we give her more Cogentin to reduce her shaking. The patient also has history of lung cancer for which part of lung was removed. She also has history of COPD because of long-term smoking. She has hypertension and hyperlipidemia.

Physical Examination: As in the chart.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Choking with recovery.

2. History of pneumonia.

The patient given IVs and IV antibiotics and then discharged on Zithromax. She has tolerated the treatment well. She will be seen in the office in a month. New medication list reconciled.
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
