This is a telehealth visit. This visit is provided during COVID-19 emergency.

History: The patient has end-stage renal disease. A transitional care visit was billed after taking the history on phone. The patient was in the hospital for about 9-10 days. She states she has an AV fistula on the left arm and that the fistula got infected and the patient was septic, for which reason she was admitted to St. Joseph College Station Hospital and given IV antibiotics. The patient’s discharge medications were noted. The patient is off hydroxyzine and off clonidine. Texas PMP checked. The patient did want refill of her alprazolam. Her other several medicines new medication list made. The patient denies any chest pain or shortness of breath. Now, they are giving her dialysis through the groin. She states they have a home health that will come to her house and check on the wound infection. The patient is still going for dialysis three times a week. I also had a phone discussion about her current medications with her daughter and it seems the discontinued medicines are noted as in the chart. The patient denies any chest pains or shortness of breath. I somehow do not have the records of the patient’s discharge because it is less than seven days. The patient was probably discharged on 07/29/2022. So, barely it is six to seven days and so we are planning to get all the discharge records. I will review the records and make addendum to today’s visit, but the patient denies chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain. The patient has been sent home on oral Levaquin 500 mg every two days. I told the daughter I would like to see her next week Thursday in the office so I could examine her and see her area where she got septic from especially the AV communication fistula that was put on her left arm.
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
