Mr. Thomas is seen regarding coronary artery disease, stroke history, debility etc. He also has history of hypertension.

HISTORY: Mr. Thomas has been doing relatively well of late. His blood pressure is borderline at 146/85 that has been extremely high at other times. He has had a few recent hospitalizations.

He himself denies any chest pain or dyspnea. He denies new complaints. He has poverty of speech and has hypophonia is present, but better than it was about four months ago.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, cough or other major complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 146/85, temperature 98.4, pulse 75, respiratory rate 16, his last weight was 105.2, and O2 saturation 96%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Eyelids and conjunctivae normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No extra sounds. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: He has left hemiplegia. He does have more movement of his left arm when he was admitted here. He has very limited movement of left leg. He has weakness in general also.

Assessment/plan:
1. His coronary artery disease is stable. He will continue atorvastatin 40 mg daily plus Plavix 75 mg daily plus aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. He is somewhat at baseline with stroke with some improvement from his hospitalization. I will continue the Plavix and aspirin and atorvastatin as noted above.

3. He has hypertension which is borderline, but for him that is pretty good and I will continue Norvasc 10 mg daily plus Cardura 4 mg daily plus lisinopril 40 mg daily.

4. He has seizure history and I will continue Keppra 500 mg twice a day. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
