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The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in early 2020.  The patient does not remember the exact date.  The patient was working at Travis Air Force Base.  The patient is a jet mechanic.  He was inspecting the jet.  It was a rainy day.  The patient climbed on the plane as he was coming down, the patient slipped on the wet surface.  The patient fell and hit the landing gear on to his head.  He hit the back of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about a minute.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient felt fuzzy.  The patient tells me that he had severe headaches immediately.  The patient went to the doctor.  The patient tells me that he has these symptoms severe headaches for the next three days.  The patient was not himself.  The patient was acting abnormal.
Since this incident, the patient has chronic headaches.  He would have headaches almost every day.  The patient has ringing in the ears.  The patient has trouble remembering things.  The patient has memory deficits.  The patient has cognitive deficit.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient will lose track of information.  The patient will lose track of conversation.  The patient also sometimes has a blurred vision and think hazy.
The patient is currently still working for the Air Force.  The patient is working as a mechanic for the Air Force.  The patient tells me that his memory problem is affecting the way he works.  He is not able to remember his task duties.  The patient needs to spend extra time.  The patient was not able to work efficiently.
