CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for right shoulder pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was seen by orthopedic physician and steroid injection was given since then the patient is feeling better. Pain is 60-70% relieved and he patient is advised to continue doing stretching exercises and he has a followup appointment with orthopedic physician.
The patient was also seen by neurologist and had EMG test done and also he was advised to stop drinking beer and the patient stated that he has cut down drinking from everyday to once a week on Sunday and he drinks about six or eight cans of beer and the patient also advised to gradually stop alcohol use. Meantime, the patient is going to continue vitamin B12 and folate as a supplement.
The patient also came today as a followup for carpal tunnel syndrome and he stated that he was advised by neurologist to use the hand brace at the work he stated he could not do it so he is using the brace in the nighttime, but he is not very compliant. However, he stated that his tingling in the hands is less.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, exposure to any infection or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or open wounds.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he works for EPA office checking the vehicles and he has to bend on the vehicle several times a day. The patient has stopped smoking.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no organomegaly.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination reveals no significant focal deficit.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the right shoulder joint, but much less than before and he has less tenderness of the carpal tunnel.
PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears more relaxed.
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
