PATIENT NAME: Nieto, Maria E.

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/04/2022

SUBJECTIVE: This patient was seen for transitional care. She was recently admitted at Encompass Health South Hospital from July 14, 2022 to July 29, 2022 prior to that she required open reduction and internal fixation for fracture of right tibia by Dr. Dickens at Midland Memorial Hospital. She has a history of fall from stash in Chicago and then she travel to Midland and was seen by Dr. Dickens. The patient has lost lot of her medications. The patient was given Lovenox at the time of discharge from Health South on July 29, 2022 but she does not know how to take Lovenox. We are going to change it to Eliquis.

PLAN: The patient will start Eliquis 2.5 mg twice a day and she will not take Lovenox. For pain in the right leg, we added Tylenol with Codeine No. 3 one tablet three times a day p.r.n. for pain 90 tablets ordered. Medication reconciliation was done. Fosamax was discontinued as patient has not been able to take Fosamax in the past and instead of Fosamax, she will continue Prolia, which she is taking it. She had stopped Bystolic and we advised her to restart Bystolic for her liver problems. Medication reconciliation was done. Spironolactone dose was decreased from spironolactone 50 mg to spironolactone 25 mg. The patient will be seen again in one month. The patient will be followed by home health and physical therapy. The patient needs a new glucose monitor and we ordered a prescription. Several medications were reordered.
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
