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CHIEF COMPLAINT: Dizziness.  Majority of the history is provided by the son.

The patient is an 84-year-old female, has been having a fainting episode.  The patient every time she sits down for 45 minutes for dinner, and then she get up suddenly and then she will feel dizzy and lightheadedness.  She would faint and then she needs to sit down on the chair again.  This happens again when she stands up quickly, she would feel dizzy and lightheadedness and then she need to go back down sitting for eight minutes.  Three minutes later, she is feeling completely normal.  This happened in April 2022.  Her memory has also been affected.  Her memory is not as sharp as previously.  She does not remember short-term memory loss.  However, she remembers things from long time ago.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has intermittent chest tightness and palpitation.

The patient is awake.  The patient knows the year is 2022.  She does not know the month.  The patient does not know the city.  The patient does not know the state.  The patient knows Biden is the President of United States. Serial 7s is 0/5.  5-minute short-term recall is 0/3.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient has poor proper interpretation.  The patient is not able to understand proverbs.
IMPRESSION
1. Alzheimer’s disease, moderate.  The patient does not remember the month and the date.  She does not remember the city and the state.  She got poor proverbs interpretation.  She has got poor serial 7s and four serial 5s.  The patient clearly has Alzheimer’s disease.
2. Syncopal episodes.  The patient when she stands up quickly, she fainted.  I believe that is likely vasovagal syncope.  Other differential diagnosis would be seizures.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. I would like to obtain a brain MRI to definitively evaluate for intracranial lesions.

3. We will also test the patient for EEG study for background slowing.
4. The EEG will rule out for seizures.

5. We will also start the patient on Namenda 10 mg a day.
6. I recommend the patient to follow up with me in a month.
