Dear Dr. Ernest:

This is a followup for Mr. Crowley who has advanced renal failure, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, CHF, and low ejection fraction.  Last visit in March.  Symptoms of reflux, started on Pepcid.  Denies gastrointestinal bleeding.  No vomiting, dysphagia or diarrhea.  Urine without infection, cloudiness or blood.  Presently no edema.  No ulcers.  Chronic dyspnea, stable overtime, mostly on activity, not at rest.  No oxygen.  Saturation room air 97%.  No orthopnea or PND.  Some arthritis, but no antiinflammatory agents.  Review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Coreg, losartan, and Demadex.

Physical Examination:  Weight 193, blood pressure 110/66, this is left-sided large cuff, isolated crackles on the bases for the most part clear, device on the left upper chest appears to be regular.  No significant murmurs.  No gross carotid bruits, JVD, overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness, ascites and no edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries - creatinine 2, which is baseline for a GFR of 32 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV, stable overtime.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.
2. Status post aortic valve replacement.
3. Congestive heart failure, low ejection fraction, appears stable.  Continue salt and fluid restriction, diuretics, tolerating ARBs, beta-blockers.
4. Biventricular pacemaker defibrillator.
5. Chronic dyspnea COPD, CHF, but presently no oxygen, stable.
6. Blood pressure in the low side, not symptomatic.  No syncope.
7. From the renal standpoint, there has been no need for changes on diet for potassium, phosphorus or phosphorus binders.  No need for bicarbonate replacement, excellent nutrition and there has been no need for EPO treatment.
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All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
