CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of itchiness of the skin and diarrhea.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that itchiness started few days ago and mostly on the upper back extending to the arms. There are no vesicles. His rashes started after he took azithromycin.
The patient also developed diarrhea after azithromycin and it was stopped few days ago. The patient never had such episode in the past and he does not feel weak.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, sputum production, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary incontinence, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no organomegaly.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

Skin examination of the patient’s upper back reveals minimal rashes without any pus or vesicles.
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
