CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of accidental fall, left knee injury, and left lower leg pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he accidentally fell in his home without hitting his head and he landed on his left knee and has significant pain in the left knee and the pain level is 8 after that the patient put some ice and he is able to walk with slow pace and walking causes more pain. The patient also complained of left leg pain since fall and weightbearing is also painful. The patient took over-the-counter pain medication with some relief, but now lately he has bluish discoloration of the leg especially below calf.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, head injury, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, cough, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or tremors, severe low back pain, or open wounds.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for prostatic hypertrophy and he is on alfuzosin 10 mg once a day and Myrbetriq 50 mg once a day.
The patient has history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of glaucoma and he is on multiple eye drops, has been seen by ophthalmologist on regular basis. All other medications also reviewed and reconciled.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Bluish discoloration below the knee especially on the left leg and there is a mild calf tenderness without any redness.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals pain upon weightbearing on the left leg.
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
