CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of mild nose bleed, burning urination, and increased dizziness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had minimal nose bleed three days ago which stopped instantly. The patient did not have any dizziness, headache, or chest pain. The patient had aspirin on daily basis 81 mg and he had similar episode two days ago.
The patient has also complained of burning urination and he has finished a course of antibiotic and feels much better now. At that time, the patient also had blood in the urine and passed a few clots.

The patient also had increased sleepiness in the daytime and he has no history of snoring and he has no fatigue.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 10 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of constipation and he is on docusate 100 mg once a day p.r.n.

The patient has a history of constipation and he is on MiraLax 17 g powder mix with water everyday.

The patient has a history of depression and he is on fluoxetine 20 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives by himself and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no nasal bleed at this time.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any edema or calf tenderness and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
