CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of skin lesion on the chest and poor smell.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed a lesion on the skin, it is not bleeding, there is no irritation and wants to have it removed.

The patient has lost of smell for the last few weeks and slowly improving it. He does not have any nasal congestion, fever, or chills.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: He had normal nasal passages.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

CHEST: Chest wall examination reveals 2 to 3 mm size skin lesion due to dryness of skin and there is no surrounding erythema or pus formation. There is no lymph node enlargement.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any swelling.
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
