CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left heel pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated for the past two months has pain in the left foot first time getting up from the bed and after few hours pain disappears and then it happens again the next day. The pain level is 5 or 6 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting.
The patient has used over-the-counter medication without any relief.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or falling down episodes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Left heel examination reveals tenderness of the heel posteriorly by Achilles tendon insertion. There is no significant deformity noted and the patient is able to walk with slow pace.
