PATIENT NAME: Raygosa, Hector

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/08/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of leg cramps especially after mowing lawn during daytime. Leg cramps occur at night. The patient has history of Parkinson’s disease and he is taking carbidopa/levodopa as given by Dr. Kadir. The patient’s blood sugar was 109 this morning. The patient checks his blood sugars after food instead of before meals during daytime.

PLAN: The patient is currently taking Lantus insulin 65 units two times a day and Humalog 35 units three times a day. His A1c was elevated six months ago and we are going to repeat blood test. The patient was given information about Farxiga to lower A1c, for cardiovascular benefits and for prevention of chronic kidney disease and he is going to check with his pharmacist son if he wants to take Farxiga. The patient was also recommended Freestyle Libre 2 and he is going to check with his son who is a pharmacist. ReQuip 0.5 mg half tablet at 8 p.m. for two days and then one tablet at 8 p.m. is ordered. He may increase it later on to two tablets at 8 p.m.
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
