PATIENT NAME: Rodriguez, Luciano

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/08/2022

SUBJECTIVE: This patient has pain on the sole of right foot, more severe for last four days. He went to the emergency room at Medical Center Hospital three days ago and he also went to Signature Care Emergency Room two days ago. He received injection in the thigh. He received ibuprofen at Medical Center, meloxicam, and prednisone at Signature Care. Signature gave him meloxicam 15 mg daily and prednisone 20 mg twice a day, but it gave him headache and he took it only for two days. His blood pressure is high today because of the pain. The patient has more pain when he is moving.

PLAN: The patient has seen Dr. Morgan and Dr. Morgan had given him steroid injection in the foot. He has appointment to see Dr. Morgan again on August 16, 2022. We advised patient to buy over the counter Felt Pad for heel spur from Walgreen. The patient is not able to work because of the severe pain and we gave him a note not to work today and tomorrow. He will go back to work from August 10, 2022. The patient will use naproxen over the counter as meloxicam and prednisone bothered him. He is not taking ibuprofen. Tylenol with codeine No. 3 one tablet q.4-6h p.r.n. for pain 28 tablets were sent to Walgreen Pharmacy as pain is severe. The patient was also started on testosterone cypionate 200 mg/mL, 1 mL IM every three weeks and we gave a detail instructions and You Tube video were played. Written instructions were also given. The patient will be seen again in three months. He will come earlier if needed.
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
