CC: Followup on earache.
HPI: An 87-year-old seen in room; it was before lunch and she was fully clothed, but in bed. When I asked her how she was doing, she stated “well, hi” and then she was vague and “basically not feeling good.” I asked about her earache and she points to her left ear and orders were written for right side ear drops and she stated that she has been telling staff that that is not the side that is bothering her, so I reassured her that the orders would be rewritten. Questions about lower extremity edema she raised and I reassured her by a quick glance that that was not a concern. The patient then went out to lunch telling me that her daughter had made her macaroni and cheese and she thought about staying in her room, but decided to go out to the dining room. About 10 minutes later, I was called regarding the patient in the DR and it happened also quickly nursing staff was readily available and the question is did she begin to have seizure-like activity and then start aspirating or were she aspirating and then that induced seizure-like activities, it is unclear, but very clearly when taken to room the patient had viscous sputum coming out Heimlich maneuver did not produce any food particle, but more viscous sputum production. The patient was awake and attempts to communicate, but having difficulty with everything going on; her breathing pattern was not rhythmic and then it was noted that she was having seizure activity from the right side beginning with the head marching down to the neck and affecting her right arm and lower extremity in a pattern consistent with a Jacksonian march pattern, became more forceful and higher amplitude of movement, EMSA was contacted, arrived and information given, an IV was attempted to be started and they were unable to obtain an IV. The patient is now in transport to St. Anthony’s Hospital Downtown OKC. I contacted son/POA Russell Huddleston regarding the above and where she is being taken. The patient’s spouse is currently listed as her POA, but he is frail and not in the best of health, thus son was contacted. The patient’s code status is full code. She is now out of the facility.
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
