CC: Met with daughter Robin and spoke to daughter along with her sister *________* by phone regarding hospice.
HPI: A 78-year-old with end-stage unspecified dementia. The patient has had BPSD, which is addressed with ABH gel in addition to separately dosed lorazepam and olanzapine. The patient’s speech is generally random and out of context, but it is clear. There are times that she can very clearly gather response to a question and voicing her needs. She is a very strong-willed person, which she has maintained and when she makes her wish known, we will try to respect if it is safe for her. The patient is in a wheelchair that she is able to propel and she did recognize her daughter Robin who is visiting from California.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia, BPSD of aggression and care resistance slightly tempered with medication, and OA.
ALLERGIES: EPINEPHRINE, LIDOCAINE, ZANTAC, LEVAQUIN, EVISTA and LATEX.
MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 1/12.5/1 mg/mL, 0.25 mL b.i.d., Tylenol 650 mg ER one tablet t.i.d., docusate q.d., lorazepam 0.5 mg/0.25 mL b.i.d., meloxicam 7.5 mg q.d., olanzapine 2.5 mg q.12h. and MiraLAX q.d.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail elderly female who initially observed sitting in wheelchair, then standing up holding onto daughter for support, was initially resistant to exam.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/76, pulse 76, temperature 98.7, respirations 18, oxygen saturation 97%, and weight 114.3 pounds; a weight gain of 3.9 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Flat. Nontender. Bowel sounds present.

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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. She is weight-bearing. She is in a manual wheelchair that she is not able to propel for very long distance, generally requires transport. No lower extremity edema.

NEUROLOGIC: She is looking about not focused on any one person or thing and is making verbalizations that are random, but clear. Her daughter did ask her if she could get a kiss from her mother and her mother kissed her on the cheek. The patient was able to voice wanting to sit down as she was tired when asked. She does recognize her daughter.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hospice evaluation. Discussed the benefits of hospice as family asked and told them we could have her evaluated whether she is fully there; at this time, unclear, but that determination will be made, Valir Hospice will see them.
