CC: UA followup.
HPI: A 90-year-old UA obtained and somehow it was delayed in getting from the lab back to the facility. UA returns positive for subacute pseudomonas aeruginosa UTI susceptible to multiple oral ABX. The UA was obtained at Southwest Medical Center after wife had called facility to have him sent there for nausea and vomiting. He returned from that visit on 07/14/2022 with a script for Zofran. The patient appears to be at his baseline function. He has had no falls. No other acute medical events. His PO intake is stable and his level of functioning is unchanged. He requires assist for 5/6 ADLs. He can feed himself and at times propel his manual wheelchair.
DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with BPSD, Afib, CHF, and HDL.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is seen in room. He has been in bed. His wife was present. She kind of rambled out of the bathroom and listen to him while I was speaking with him. It was notable to me that he was slower in speaking and spoke much less than my last visit with him. The patient makes eye contact. His speech is brief in content just a few words that are clear. He appeared fatigued.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/76, pulse 79, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, oxygen saturation 98%, and weight 168.4 pounds.
NEUROLOGICAL: Orientation x1.
SKIN: Warm, dry, intact and fair turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Sub acute pseudomonas UTI. Cipro 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. x5 days.
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
