CC: Torsemide medication error issue.
HPI: An 87-year-old with chronic lower extremity edema, has been prescribed torsemide 20 mg q.d. as of 11/20/21. The patient has taken the medication with benefit to his lower extremity edema without compromising his BP. There is notification that Boomer Pharmacy has been sending 100 mg daily, which the patient is taken and tolerated without negative side effect; however, it is still a medication error. I reviewed his blood pressures while on this medication and his BPs have generally been well controlled ranging from 101/72, 123/60 and 128/68. He had started on higher doses of torsemide on admission and then the decrease in dosage occurred on 12/22/21 and it was secondary to an elevated BUN and creatinine on CMP in his chart that was 33 and 2.17. We will now do a followup BMP given that he was continued to be exposed to a high dose torsemide. The patient was seen in his room. He is quietly sleeping.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur, rub or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: No lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry, intact with good turgor 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Medication error is now rectified torsemide 20 mg q.d. will be started and will follow up BP and I am ordering a BMP to assess BUN and creatinine.
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
