CC: Request for Keppra level and right eye irritation.
HPI: A 59-year-old seen in room. He has a history of seizure activity secondary to CVA. He is on Keppra 750 mg b.i.d. with no seizure activity since admission on 08/19/2019. I pointed out to the patient when seen him in room that a Keppra level was ordered 03/08/22 on his current dose and he remains seizure free and it was within a normal range level at 21.1. The patient then points to his right eye he has some evident redness at the medial aspect and then redness and irritation of the lower lid with mild edema noted. The patient wears corrective lenses. He does not believe that there is a change in his vision.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-develop and nourished male sitting in room watching television.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 109/73, pulse 58, temperature 97.2, respirations 17, and weight 208.2 pounds, weight gain of 4.8 pounds.
HEENT: Corrective lenses in place and removed. Right eye conjunctiva in the medial aspect pink without tearing or matting noted and then there is pinkness with mild edema of the lower lid. No warmth or tenderness to palpation. Left eye conjunctiva is clear. Upper and lower lids are clear with no redness, warmth or swelling.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Right eye conjunctivitis with lower lid blepharitis. Erythromycin ophthalmic ointment 0.5% 1 cm ribbon to eye a.m. and h.s. x1 week and then thin film of ointment to his right lower lid in the affected area x1 week.
2. History of post CVA. Seizure activity limited but now on prophylactic therapy. Keppra level was checked on 03/08/22 and target range 21.1 and no seizure activity since admission 08/2019.
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
