CC: The patient request to be seen.
HPI: An 88-year-old who was in bed when seen at 06:30. She said she knew that she had wanted to see me, but could not remember what for. She has DM II, is due for A1c and told her that would be ordered. She has routine O2 sat checks and request that those be discontinued and has just been having more difficulty walking stating that she just feels weak. Last request for PT was too soon from the last time that she had it. I told her we could request now and see if she qualifies. She was pleasant and in a good mood today.
DIAGNOSES: Gait instability, left-sided hemiparesis, post-CVA, peripheral neuropathy, dysphagia, GERD, and cognitive impairment.
ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, AMITRIPTYLINE, and HYDROCODONE.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/22/2022 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NCS mechanical soft with nectar thick liquid.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably. She was pleasant and voiced her needs.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/69, pulse 66, temperature 98.2, respirations 18, and weight 137.2 pounds, which is a weight loss of 2.4 pounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: She has an irregular rhythm with soft SEM.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has no lower extremity edema. Decreased generalized muscle mass and motor strength.
NEUROLOGICAL: She is alert, makes eye contact. She stated that she could not remember why she had wanted to be seen and then we reviewed some things, which prompted her and the routine feeling weak and reminded her of the left-sided weakness that was residual from her stroke. She was not argumentative and she made good eye contact.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. DM II, quarterly A1c ordered.
2. Generalized weakness. PT and OT per the patient’s request and will see if Select Home Health who was provided PT and OT for her in the past are able to provide the services since they have documentation of her baseline.
