CC: Dysphagia.
HPI: The patient is in Highlands she seems to have a level of acceptance and states that she decided she is either going to be happy or not and she decided that ___29____ will be happy. She has had some difficulty with medication swallowing two of them are the Protonix and Colace. I told her that we could get Colace in a liquid form and I am not so sure if there is a PPI that comes in liquid form, but that I would have Traditions nursing look into it. Also, she has had some increased pain that we have improved management by adjusting her Norco. Also she was treated for conjunctivitis of her right eye with ES ophthalmic ointment looking at her a day it is resolved and she had forgotten that she had been treated for it until lost.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia, sacral pressure sore stage I to II and status post NES for a spinal cord ganglioma resection.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/08/2022.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 104/59, pulse 63, temperature 97.1, respirations 20, and weight 153 pounds, which is a weight loss of 50 pounds from 05/05/2022.
HEENT: Conjunctivae are clear.

NEURO: She makes eye contact and can voice her needs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dysphagia. Request liquid Protonix and Colace. I will ask pharmacy for liquid conversion of 200 mg q.d. capsule for liquid PPI.
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
