CC: Followup on ear blister.
HPI: An 82-year-old found to have earlier this week just to a red blister on the right outer ear. I spoke to the unit nurse who yesterday stated that it was red and warm. She cleaned it and then covered it with topical antibiotic and put just a gauze dressing so she would avoid picking at it. It was looked at today on the external right ear there is an area where a blister is popped. There is no drainage, some mild surrounding pinkness and no warmth or tenderness. There are no other similar lesions around the patient’s face and neck.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: External right ear blister. Etiology unclear, but it is ruptured on its own, is healing and no evidence that ABX is indicated.
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
