CC: 90 day note and request for Hoyer lift.
HPI: A 97-year-old non-weight bearing and non-ambulatory seen in room. She is sitting as per usual in her chair with writing table in front and watching television. The patient is awake and she makes eye contact. She was asked basic questions and looked at me, but was unable to answer questions did not make any verbalization. She was cooperative to exam. The patient has dementia unspecified with clear progression. She is dependent on staff assist for five of six ADLs. She can feed herself if set up and does not require the occasional prompting and cueing. The patient had lab work on 02/20/2022 to include CMP, CBC, and TSH and all WNL. She has had no falls or other acute medical events this quarter. She spends her days sitting alone in her room watching TV.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with progression, insomnia, chronic pain management, DM-II, HTN, GERD and hypothyroid.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg q.d., ASA 325 mg q.d., Docusate 100 mg b.i.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., levothyroxine 125 mcg q.d., metformin 500 mg b.i.d. AC, Prilosec 20 mg q.d., oxybutynin 5 mg b.i.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., and zinc 50 mg q.d. will be discontinued.
DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly female well-developed and nourished seated comfortably in a wheelchair.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/59, pulse 80, temperature 97.2, respirations 16, and O2 sat 94%.
CARDIAC: She has regular, rate and rhythm without MRG. PMI non-displaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. No distention or tenderness. Bowel sounds present.

NEURO: She looks about randomly. She makes eye contact. She did not speak the entire time, it appears that she is having difficulty with verbalization. Orientation x1 and she requires assist for six of six ADLs making her end stage.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor. No breakdown or bruising noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Non-weight bearing and non-ambulatory patient. Hoyer lift is requested by family to assist in all transfers script with ICD-10 coding. Left with order to be given to patient’s family.
