HPI: A 93-year-old seen in room family present. They had been told that there was bleeding along the hairline and that was examined and reassured them that any bleeding that may have happened has resolved and was small enough that there is no scabbing left. The patient was seated up in her wheelchair, she makes eye contact, she appears to track conversation going on around her and is a part of it. She answered questions when asked. She is wheelchair bound, able to propel it, it takes a little bit. She acknowledges that there has been little change in her strength I brought up home health and she is open to it and would like to get physical therapy.

DIAGNOSES: Moderate unspecified dementia, gait instability, wheelchair bound with loss of ambulation, anxiety, HTN, hypothyroid, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/09/2022.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

SKIN: Her skin is warm and dry and intact. Exam of the hairline did not observe any areas of scab formation or laceration.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Generalized frailty with decreased motor strength. Select Home Health with PT and OT. The patient is frail and wheelchair bound and could use therapy benefits.
2. General care. CMP, CBC, and TSH ordered.
3. Dementia. MMSE will be administered before I return next week.
