CC: Followup burn bilateral hands.

HPI: A 61-year-old alcoholic female and prescription drug abuser who was in an MVA over the weekend in a car that she was not supposed to have that belonged to someone in the family. Apparently, she hit one car kept going and then rear-ended another car totaling her car. She was charged with actually minor charges given what occurred and she had been to a doctors appointment essentially doctor shopping where she received a script for Xanax as controlled substances have been discontinued here at the facility due to patient’s abuse and continued drug seeking here and at the request of her POA. The patient returned to the facility. She had burns to the tops of both hands as the airbag deployed and she sustained chemical burns. Today, when I went in the room she immediately stood up and said “ah, ah, ah…!” and did not want me to examine her as I have been very direct with her and her substance abuse issues. Later after when I was going to memory care to see patients, she was downstairs getting ready to go somewhere unclear where or with whom but she approached me as I was talking to someone else and wanted me to put her hands in front of me and wanted me to examine them when asked why now she said that she had been directed to do so by someone in her family.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

SKIN: Bilateral hands, tops and plantar surface there are chemical burns with yellow slough formation. Her hands are both edematous with mild warmth and tenderness. She is able to move them but it is limited due to the edema. No other burns on her forearms.

NEUROLOGIC: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She is oriented x3. 

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently and did not appear in any discomfort.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Bilateral chemical burns due to airbag deployment. Calazime cream to both hands a.m. to p.m. and h.s. still resolved.

2. Social. I spoke to her sister/POA Lissa Barr Shaw regarding all of the above. The bottle of Xanax was found in the room and it was empty of course but there was a label with the physician in clinic and it will be contacted regarding this patient.
CPT 99338 and prolonged direct contact with POA 15 minutes.
