CC: Fall followup.
HPI: The patient is a 68-year-old with vascular dementia and CVA residual deficit of aphasia, dysphasia, and gait instability is seen today after a fall in the courtyard. The patient uses a walker to get around and was on the seated portion around courtyard and apparently moved it while seated and went over the edge of a portion of the concrete out there landed on her side. Staff was right there and immediately examined her. She did not even have a skin tear or abrasion and denied any pain to palpation of joints. Today, she is observed walking as per usual with her walker and she laughed about the incident. She denied any pain and did not appear to favor right or left side when walking.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Fall followup. The patient was attended by staff right after the fall. The staff were present and it was observed. She has no injury may be some muscle soreness, but is getting around and appears at her baseline.
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
