CC: Abrasion between eyebrows.

HPI: A 96-year-old with vascular dementia who wears corrective lenses noted to have an excoriated area between both eyebrows. She cannot tell me how it happened or whether or not it is uncomfortable. Otherwise, she is at her baseline. She was seen at lunchtime. She feeds herself. She has had no falls or other acute medical events in the past month.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia, anxiety disorder, HTN, CKD III, glaucoma, and normochromic normocytic anemia.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 06/15/2022.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/15/2022.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly, pleasant, and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/52, pulse 68, temperature 97.3, respirations 16, O2 saturation 96%, and weight 159.2 pounds.

HEENT: Reddened slightly scabbed area between both eyebrows. There is no drainage. Mild pinkness surrounding nontender to touch. Conjunctivae clear.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. She says a few words that are clear. Evidenced short-term and long-term memory deficits. She is not able to give any information.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Abraded area between eyebrows, area will be cleaned with the thin film of ABX ointment q.d. open to air dry and will go from there. Encouraged her not to scratch it.
