CC: Behavioral issues directed toward wife and psoriatic lesions on the legs.

HPI: A 75-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease and BPSD. When he is on the unit, he keeps to himself. He does eat his meals in the dining room, may be seated at table with other residents, but does not talk and apart from that is in his room. I spoke to him today and it is typical. He has clear speech. He articulates words, but the content is random and nonsensical. Apparently, when he is with his wife, he is rude and verbally abusive. The patient is on olanzapine at h.s. and wife focuses on this medication requesting it be increased to see if it does not help. Regarding his legs, he has got scattered psoriatic lesions and this is a long-term issue for which he has received a steroid cream that is effective in resolving issue.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with BPSD directed toward wife, GERD, HLD, sleep disorder, bipolar disorder, and psoriatic leg lesions.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is well-developed and well-nourished, always groomed, wearing a leather jacket. He was cooperative when I approached him in the dining room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/72, pulse 81, temperature 98.4, respirations 17, O2 sat 96%, and weight 198 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. No lower extremity edema. He moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x1. He makes limited eye contact. He is articulate, but the content is random and out of context. He can be redirected.

SKIN: Scattered psoriatic lesions on lower extremities.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: BPSD directed toward wife when she visits as well as staff increasingly when he is redirected. Depakote 125 mg. I will order b.i.d., but initially start with a q.d. dose. He gets his medications through the military. So, hopefully, we will be able to get them fairly quickly. The wife requested increase in olanzapine and I do not think that is what is indicated given what staff reports. We will follow up and if needed, we will increase olanzapine, but not at this time.
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
