CC: Readmit note.

HPI: A 91-year-old readmitted on 08/02/22 from Autumn Leaves Edmund where she was admitted on 07/14/22. The patient’s aggression and behavioral issues are such that she required inpatient care.
ADMISSION DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease and major neurocognitive disorder with BPSD.

DISCHARGE DIAGNOSES: Same.

Since her return, the patient has been physically and verbally aggressive toward staff and other residents. She has actually made physical contact hitting a couple of staff members attempting to provide care. During her geri-psych stay, she was treated for UTI with Keflex 250 mg b.i.d. The patient was not able to participate in any of the groups provided. She was tapered off the Depakote as it was reported there was no noted benefit. It was also shown that she was given Haldol 2.5 mg q.6h. p.r.n. for agitation/aggression. This was given both PO and IM.
Lab work during that stay. sodium 136, remainder of CMP WNL. CBC and HGB of 11.6 otherwise WNL. UA showed trace blood. Culture was not indicated so she was treated empirically. It was noted that when she received risperidone greater than 0.25 mg, she had excessive somnolence so the lower dose was what continued. She was seen in room today. She was sleeping and I left her without awakening her.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with BPSD, HTN, and OA.

MEDICATIONS: D3 2000 IU q.d. and Risperdal 0.25 mg q.p.m.
ALLERGIES: Fosamax, Celebrex, opioids and seafood.
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DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient lying quietly, did not disturb, went on unit the patient propels herself around in her manual wheelchair going into other residents rooms. She is verbally aggressive when redirected and has tried to make physical contact with staff. She has avoided other residents *________* aggression. The patient’s son-in-law is the one that brought her back from geri-psych as her daughter has COVID.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/76, pulse 72, temperature 97.2, respirations 18, O2 sat 97%, and weight 152.6 pounds which is an 11-pound weight gain.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Readmission note. I have reviewed Autumn Life records and Given her behavior back on the unit of aggression both verbal and physical, a loading dose Depakote 250 mg b.i.d. for three days. We will then titrate down to 125 mg b.i.d. and continue with risperidone 0.25 mg q.p.m.
