CC: Fall followup.

HPI: A 90-year-old who had a fall in his room on 07/31/22 was sent to Integris Southwest. Sutures placed right side of his forehead above his eyebrow. He is seen today sitting in dayroom with wife present. The patient made eye contact and was fairly pleasant. When seen he began talking, but it was somewhat random. Wife was present sitting beside the patient. She is here nearly every day and for most of the day when she is here. It is reported that he had a day where he was irritable and agitated and it is the first time he has been that way since his return from geri-psych approximately three weeks ago which is an improvement.
DIAGNOSES: Gait instability with falls, advanced vascular dementia to end-stage, atrial fibrillation, aortic stenosis, HLD and CHF.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/08/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient sitting up in his wheelchair. He is alert and pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 131/77, pulse 79, temperature 97.0, respirations 17, O2 sat 96% and weight 184.6 pounds which is a weight gain of 16.2 pounds.
HEENT: He has small laceration on the right upper forehead with four sutures in place. Conjunctivae are clear.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He sits in his manual wheelchair with fairly good posture. He can propel it with his feet and he has trace bilateral lower extremity edema.
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NEURO: Orientation x1 to 2 pending the day. He is sleeping more. His speech is more random in content and can be difficult occasionally to understand, but he does make eye contact and he will smile. He maintains a sense of humor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Fall with injury. Sutures will be removed 10 days from placement.

2. Social. The patient and his wife’s son together Cole is attempting to get guardianship over his father and it is clear that it is overwhelming to the wife and she has noted memory deficits of her own and also information has been sent to the Norman Veteran Center as they are looking into the patient being placed in their Memory Care Unit which would be appropriate for him as he has earned that right as a veteran and no cost to family.
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
